Election Security™ Seal Program: Official name of the Election Security application that will certify websites as being the official website of each registered candidate through the Secretary of State’s office.

On-line Registrar Directory™: Official name of the directory that will validate information in real time.  The Registrar Directory™ will contain the official domain name and information that was submitted by the candidate when he or she filed with the Secretary of State office.  

Election Privacy Statement:  A privacy statement that appears on a campaign website that is compliant with state and federal laws.  

SSL: Secure Sockets Layer, meaning a protocol for transmitting private documents via the Internet. SSL uses a cryptographic system that uses two keys to encrypt data − a public key known to everyone and a private or secret key known only to the recipient of the message.  It basically encrypts data transmitted from the client to the server of the website and also the information from the server and website to the visitor.  

Registered Authority: An entity that has the authority to provide digital authentication and certification of the websites of candidates, campaigns, and political organizations. 


Digital Certificate:  An attachment to an electronic message used for security purposes. The most common use of a digital certificate is to verify that a user sending a message is who he or she claims to be, and to provide the receiver with the means to give a reply. 

Private Policy Statement:  A statement on websites that states that the privacy of all web site visitors is respected to the extent permitted by law.

Legal Disclaimer:  A refusal or renunciation of a claim or right.
